INSTRUCTIONS FOR INSTALLATION AND USE OF PHASE 1 SYMBOLOGY SHEET FOR ARC

Extracting the file

Unzip the style file to the folder of your choice.

Note: the default path to the ArcGIS styles folder in a typical installation on a C drive is e.g. C:\arcgis\arcexe83\bin\styles
Applying the style sheet

1. Access the Layer properties 

2. Select the Symbology tab
3. Choose Show Categories , then Match symbols to a style

4. Select the Value field containing the Phase 1 codes in your shapefile

5. Browse to the extraction folder and open the style

6. Select Match symbols
7. Click OK

The style was is compatible with 9.x and 8.x versions of ArcView and may not function with earlier versions of the software. The colours and format closely follows that set out within the published Phase 1 Handbook. Note that, if the Phase 1 habitat codes in your data do not follow exactly the codes shown in the Handbook the palette will not be applied correctly, e.g. A1.2.1 for Coniferous woodland - semi-natural. If your codes have a dot between the letter and first digit, you can use excel to sort this out: just paste your codes in column A, then paste the following formula =LEFT(A1,1)&RIGHT(A1,LEN(A1)-2) in cell B1 and Auto Fill to suppress the dot. 
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
